Production of the ICMI 17 Study Book

As noted in the Discussion Document for ICMI 17, the ICMI Study 17 Book will be informed  by the papers and the discussions at the Study Conference  Papers accepted for the Study conference will appear in the CD conference proceedings (Edited by Celia Hoyles, Jean-Baptiste Lagrange, Le Hung Son and Nathalie Sinclair ISBN 2-86812-280-1) and authors are free to submit longer versions to journals. The production of the study book will be a separate exercise following the conference.
Below are listed some general guidelines regarding the production of the ICMI Study 17 Book, as agreed by the IPC.

1. The ICMI 17 Study Book will be edited by Celia Hoyles and Jean Baptiste Lagrange possibly with other co-editor(s).

2. The ICMI 17 Study Book will be published by Springer as part of the ICMI Study Series


3. The ICMI 17 Study Book will first include papers arising from the plenary sessions of the Study Conference. Following these, the book will be organised in Sections according to the Themes of the Study Conference using the questions set out in the Discussion Document where appropriate; that is 

· Theme A: Implementation of Curricula: issues of access and equity

· Theme B: Teachers and Teaching  

· Theme C: Learning and assessing mathematics with and through digital technologies

· Theme D: Design of Learning Environments and Curricula

4. Each Section will be edited by the Working Group coordinators of the theme; that is by:  for Theme A, Colleen Vale & Cyril Julie; for Theme B, Lulu Healy & Jean Baptiste Lagrange, for Theme C; Paul Drijvers, Maria-Alessandra Marriotti, Ana Isabel Sacristan, & John Olive; for Theme D,  Nathalie Sinclair & Celia Hoyles
5. The papers and abstracts appearing in the conference proceedings form the background for the discussion at the Study Conference especially in the working groups study sessions Authors are expected to contribute in the discussion on the basis of their paper, but none of these  papers will be included in the Study Book per se.

6. Each Section in the Study Book will comprise:
· An introduction to the Theme, written by the Working Group coordinators, to include the questions raised in the Discussion Document and a summary of the discussions during the Study sessions. 

· This introduction will be followed by a group of chapters around the theme. The Working Group coordinators will have a central role in selecting participants who will contribute to chapters in their section of the Study book; either through elaboration and modification of papers accepted in the proceedings to form separate chapters, or by grouping participants together to form collective contributions around a common field of interest under group authorship. In the latter case the normal procedure will be that one or two people will be appointed as author(s) of the chapter with the other participants who have made input to the chapter listed as named contributors to the chapter e.g. if Smith is the author, the chapter will appear as by Smith A. with Adams, Grant, & Jones (the list of contributing authors)

· There will also be the possibility of commissioning papers for the Study Book from authors who did not attend the Study Conference if there are gaps that need to be filled. 

The content of each section will be finalised after consultation with the Editors. A guideline for the length of each section will be agreed at the Study conference.
